The research involved a new testing scheme for Three Phase HV Circuit Breakers. During the course of which Mr. De Lange has used specialized computer programs (e.g. EMTP) to simulate the phenomena involved. In his thesis Mr. de Lange finds a solution to the problem of the so-called severity of a test circuit. Having found a measure for severity he then defines a test method, which tests a Three-Phase Circuit Breaker for all its failure modes to maximum capability. During this period Mr. De Lange also helped in writing a book on Transients in Power Systems, published at Wiley in 2001 (ISBN 0-471-48639-6).
